Job Description 

A Teen Leader is to assist the Group Leader in shepherding a small group of students for the purpose of 
learning how to lead a Group when the group multiplies or as need arises to build the Kingdom of God. This 
position is intended to be a 1  year position, resulting in a Teen Leader learning leadership skills. 

SPIRITUAL PROFILE: 
• Practices disciplines of daily prayer and personal study of God’s Word 
• Committed to prayer for students 

SKILLS: 
• Must have a teachable heart to learn how to lead a group 
• Must be able to… 
  … mentor students through building relationships, teaching, and modeling a relationship with Christ 
  … use open-ended questions to create effective discussion in Student Groups 

RESPONSIBILITIES: 

WEEKLY: 
• Assist in leading student group each week (most Wednesday nights during the year) 
• Share responsibility (with leader) for contacting members of your group 
• Grow in your ability to lead a group 
• Pray for students and leader 
• Attend weekly Teen Leader meetings with staff 

MONTHLY: 
•  Actively connect with your students 
• Meet with your leader to discuss your victories, struggles and development as a leader 
• Share responsibility of connecting with parents through email or other communications 

ANNUALLY: 
• There are several big events that occur during the year where a leader must be highly 

involved… Fusion, Winter Retreat & Go Weekend 
 •   Plan and promote group involvement (with leader, coach & staff assistance) in big events 
 •   Attend big events with your group 
• Attend LEADs… leader development meetings (approximately 4x/year) 
• Consider being a part of a Summer Missions’ Team
