Coaches are responsible to assist
leaders to be the best they can be for their groups by making sure that logistic issues are resolved, discussion
questions are answered, and that the groups (and/or leaders) are on schedule with their responsibilities. We
do this with heavy doses of prayer, accountability and encouragement.
